Civil War Timeline Project
Using your textbook, Internet and any other source, create a Civil War timeline. This timeline must include a minimum of 14 events. The first event must be the Lincoln-Douglas Debates and the last must be the assassination of Abraham Lincoln. All events in between are up to you to decide.

Each event on your timeline must include the exact date of the event and also have a 2 to 4 sentences description. You must also include a title and 4 to 6 drawings/pictures related to the Civil War. Your information must be in your own words or you will simply receive a score of “0” on the project!
This project is designed for you to understand the chronological order of events associated with the Civil War. Creativity and neatness are an important part of this project. Be sure that you create something that you are proud of!

Students will be able to select their own partner to work with. Each student will be responsible for doing an equal amount of work.
