History of Vineland Timeline Project
Using your textbook, Internet and any other source, create a history of Vineland timeline. This timeline must include a minimum of 16 events. The events that you must choose from are listed below.
Each event on your timeline must include the exact date of the event and also have a 2 to 4 sentences description. You must also include a title and 4 to 6 drawings/pictures related to the history of Vineland. Your information must be in your own words or you will simply receive a score of “0” on the project!
This project is designed for you to understand the chronological order of events associated with this time period. Creativity and neatness are an important part of this project. Be sure that you create something that you are proud of!

Students will be able to select their own partner to work with. Each student will be responsible for doing an equal amount of work.

1861 - Charles K. Landis purchased 30,000 acres to found Vineland. The county once more called troops to war, this time with the South.
1865 - By 1865 a population of roughly 5,500 had settled in Vineland.

1867 - In late August 1867, a mass meeting on Impartial Suffrage was held in Vineland, to consider the best means of bringing the question of impartial suffrage, irrespective of sex or color, more fully before the people of New Jersey.

1868 - In September 1868 Susan B. Anthony spoke at Plum Street Hall and on 

November 3, 1868 - fifty-two years before the nineteenth amendment was passed allowing women the right to vote - 172 women cast votes in the Presidential election. The women of Vineland continued to cast their ballots for years to come.

1869 -  a man by the name of Dr. Thomas Bram​well Welch solved the problem by coming up with the idea of preserving grape juice without fermenting it, hence alcohol free. He first had to convince the churches to use it and initially produced only a limited amount of unfermented wine for churches in southern New Jersey and southeast Pennsylvania, but soon the demand was more than one man could handle and Welch formed the Welch's Fruit Juice Company, forerunner of today's internationally known Welch Company. Dr. Welch set up a factory site near his second house, at Wood and Sixth streets, where the Vineland Police Department is now housed.

1873 - On September 26, 1873, the corner stone of the High School Building was laid, and the building was dedicated August 22, 1874, on which occasion, President Grant, Secretary of the Navy Robeson, U. S. Senator Cattell, and Governor Parker made addresses.

1875 – The house–moving was said to be one of the most exciting events that Vineland had witnessed, although it likely didn't attract as much attention as an 1875 drama, which made headlines up and down the east coast. It was that year, on March 19, that Charles Landis walked into the office of the Vineland Independent, a weekly newspaper politically opposed to Landis, and shot editor Uri Carruth, who later died. Although battles between Landis and the paper had long been public, he was nevertheless acquitted as "temporarily insane”.

Vineland's founder lived out his remaining 25 years as a free man, and he died in 1900, having seen his original vision for Vineland long since realized.

1899 - The Vineland Veterans Memorial Home is the state's oldest operating veteran’s home, having originally opened its doors in 1899. The Vineland Home has provided long-term care to New Jersey Veterans of every war and armed conflict since the War of 1812. A new replacement facility was constructed and opened its doors in 2005.

1928 – Landis School opened as the Vineland High School in 1928 and was designed by James Oscar Betelle. As the population of Vineland grew and the Vineland High School got overcrowded, it became necessary to construct a new high school.

1937 - The property that was occupied by the Landis Theatre/Mori Brothers Building was transferred between various private individuals until 1936, when it was acquired by the Tradesmens Bank and Trust Company who held the mortgage for the Cumberland Holding Company. By 1937, the building had been constructed and the site was in use for the theater and adjacent automobile dealership and service station.

1940’s - In the late 1940's the poultry business took off in Vineland. The City became a leader in the industry, and 90% of the Vineland population was involved in the egg and poultry industry in some way. As a celebration of Vineland's hard work and success, Vineland residents and industry leaders began hosting an annual Poultry and Egg Festival. After the first annual Poultry and Egg Festival, Vineland became known as "The Egg Basket of America." New technology, which forced the lowering of egg prices, brought about the decline and eventually ended the poultry business in Vineland.

1952 - Another milestone in Vineland's history occurred on July 1, 1952, when two subsections of the town, Landis Township and the Borough of Vineland, were consolidated to become one city. Paul Brundage, then president of the Greater Vineland Chamber of Commerce, began the movement. As provided in the consolidation plan, a mayor (John Gittone) and five councilmen were installed.
1958 - Founded in Vineland in 1958 by Richard Conner, Rennoc Corporation (now defunct) was once the world’s largest manufacturer of fabric Christmas decorations, an operation that began in Conner’s basement.

1960’s - Throughout the 1960s, while the young continued cruising, spacious new stores with ample parking came to both West Landis Avenue and Delsea Drive, offering a convenient alternative to the cramped, downtown shopping experience. Among these were Kress and Garwood Mills in 1961, Shop Rite in 1963, King's in 1964, Dale's Food Center in 1965, and Two Guys in 1966. Vineland's Chevy, Ford and Dodge dealerships were among businesses that relocated to Delsea Drive during the decade, while, after 45 years in Center City, Blom Bros. furniture left for a spacious new store on West Landis Avenue. By the mid-1960s, although still viable and bustling, an "alarming decline" was already being attributed to the Avenue's downtown shopping district.
1970’s - As the exodus to Delsea Drive continued, it was likely the last suggestion — which became a reality with the opening of the Cumberland Mall near the Millville border in 1973 — that transformed Landis Avenue for good. Over the next few decades, businesses on the Avenue would slowly slip away. Some relocated in the mall, including J.C. Penney, which remained on Landis Avenue for several years after the mall opened before making the switch. Still others, such as I.C. Schwarzman's opened a second store at the mall before being run out of business by inflation, competition or changing tastes.
1991 & 1995 - In March 1991, Landis School was chosen to become a member of the Cumberland County Register of Historic Structures and Sites. The school was added to the National Register of Historic Places on March 3, 1995 (as building #95000181).

2011 - The city of Vineland celebrated its 150th birthday in 2011.
2018 - After 90 years, the Landis Intermediate School is closing to students in June.  Last year, the board of education approved a budget that launched a phased closing of Landis. The building will be partially converted into offices for the board of education and central administration.
